We are delighted to inform you of the launch of Update 20.0. This update marks 20 years from the beginning of our work on Otzar
Hachochmal In this update, we present you with an additional 6,000 new volumes — bringing the total title list, together with
the institutional titles to around 120,000 — that's thrilling!

At atime like this, we cannot help but hark back to our humble beginnings...a crowded one-room apartment in one of Yerushalayim's
Chareidi neighborhoods. Zigzagging to and fro, we schlepped our sifrei Kodesh on a parcel trolley, as tenderly as any caregiver,
from the library of Yeshivat Tchebin to our temporary abode.

Five improvised machines waited for us behind that door. A camera was fixed to each of them, and behind each camera stood a
worker who captured page after page, volume after volume, as days ran into nights. That's how we scanned our first 15,000 books,
before we even launched our first edition. As for those around us.. how shall we put it? They didn't convey much confidence in
our concept. Not to mention those who viewed us — at least, that's how we felt.. — as a bunch of dreamers, far detached from
reality. But our vision was greater than any fears and doubts. We were determined to make every Sefer Kodesh accessible to
those who were learning, interested, and thirsty for knowledge...

Today, Otzar HaChochma is a household name in the Torah world. An incredible amount of sifrei Kodesh—both old and new—are
already in the program, new titles are added all the time, partnerships have been created with the leading institutional publishing
houses, and there are books that are exclusive to the Otzar. It is our great zechus that Gedolei Hador, and their talmidim, make
regular use of this program, and yeshivos from all walks of frum society have embraced Otzar Hachochma as an inseparable part
of their learning. The material accessed through these seforim is used also for the study of history, for gleaning information about
Jewish families and communities, for researching languages, and a whole host of diverse topics.

Even now, we do not rest on our laurels, but continue collecting new titles and working on enhancing the interface. This
information booklet is being brought to you in a new format, in line with the overall tide of innovation that has been sweeping
through the Otzar. For your convenience, we have added a table of contents, allowing you to easily locate the information you
seek, and a list of Frequently Asked Questions has been included. We hope that presenting you with the material in this manner,
will make it more user friendly than ever.

As we approach the launch of Update 20.0, we daven for a continuation of the S'yata D’'Shmaya that has accompanied us
since we first embarked on this journey, and plan to continue offering the same dedicated service as before.

About Update 20.0
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At our last update, we brought you a pleasing, new interface, that's incredibly user friendly and easy to use, providing you with
easy accessibility to all the various functions.

Nevertheless, the event was accompanied by quite a few teething pains, that only surfaced after the launch.

The new interface had been built with advanced technological tools that overstepped the operational capacity of many older
computers. This, more than anything, explained why so many of us — clients and office staff alike — ran into trouble when using
the program, in those first days following the version 190 update.

Now, with the release of version 20.0, B'H, the new interface works wonderfully, and we highly recommend it!!

Here are the main additions to version 20.0:

1. We have added 6,000 new titles to Version 20.0. Those that are well-known, are listed down below. For a complete list, send
us an email, or download it from the home page.

2. New! For owners of version 1920 and 20.0, only! To order Meforshei HaOtzar, or any institute packages, contact Otzar HaChochma's
sales department: Tel. 02-5866078 / otzar@otzarbiz. Once payment has been made, if your computer is connected to the internet,
your new bundle will instantly be added to your program. If you are not connected, you will receive a code to enter into the
program, and your bundle will immediately appear. This option saves you the effort of transporting your hard drive to the office.
You can also purchase Meforshei HaOtzar online (bundles will also soon be available online).

3. New! Meforshei HaOtzar is now completely integrated into Otzar HaChochma. Open a Daf of the new Shas Vilna from within
the program, and you immediately find yourself in Meforshei HaOtzar. This option is only available to purchasers of Meforshei
HaOtzar. For all other customers: You can access Daf Beis, Amud Aleph of any Maseches, allowing you to get a taste of this

phenomenal program.

4. New! Printouts from Meforshei HaOtzar. From now on, you can copy and paste any commentary to a Word file, where you can
design it as you wish.

5. New! In the free-search function, you can now search the first pages of every book. This makes it easier to find seforim that
discuss certain topics, which is generally mentioned in the title page, or table of contents.

6. New! Save a link to the sefer (as a hyperlink) in your Word file. You can then open the sefer from within the Word file.

The benefits and innovations of the new interface that came out in version 19.

1. The new platform is elegant, incredibly user-friendly and easy to navigate, giving you easy access to every function.

2. The Otzar Explorer — like the File Explorer, which locates files and folders on your personal drive — enables you to save lists
of titles in a file. This is designed to help you organize book lists according to the user's preference, or by topics and sub-topics.
Like this, you can also save search results in your own personal files. Apart from enabling you to return to your favorite reference
lists on any given topic, you can also select and limit the lists through which you perform the random search.

3. Until now, there have been obvious differences between the options available to you on the preview pane, and the ones that
appear when you open a book. From now on, all the options will be accessible across the platform.

4. Another refreshing innovation has been introduced to the “Mareh Mekomos" function. Many users won't even know what we're
talking about, since in the previous platform this feature was not arranged in a way that made it useful. In any event, what it does
is it links you automatically to a wide range of fundamental works, and to many of the Rishonim and Acharonim. As you browse
through a book, whenever you are referred to an external work (refer to..), the program identifies this as a link, taking you to the
title page of the book, or to the actual Mareh Makom with one click. On the new platform this feature is far more user-friendly
and more efficient than it was before.

5. From version 190 and onwards: customers who are connected to the internet will receive automatic program updates as, and
when, bugs are fixed.



For those who haven’t yet upgraded to the new interface (19.0, 20.0)

1. Only customers with internet accessibility will be able to receive the update in the first two weeks, to alleviate the pressure on
our office support team, so that they can assist as needed.

2. Anyone upgrading to Version 20.0 will no longer be able to use the previous platform. We are sure that this will not be a
problem, as the new platform is far more user-friendly and convenient than the old one. We will also be attaching clear, detailed
operating instructions .

3. Version 20.0 does not work on Windows XP or 7. The new interface supports all later versions of Windows (from 8.01). For
computers operating on Windows 7.01 or 8 —please call or email our technical support department to check if, and how, you can
run the program on your version of Windows.

4, Please Note! For this version update we will be reformatting the drives (ie, irrevocably erasing its contents) and installing the
program anew. Please ensure that there is no private material left on your drive apart from the Otzar HaChochma content. If you
have any other material on your drive, please copy it on to your computer before you send us the drive. Any personal material
left on the drive will be deleted — you will not be able to retrieve it later!

5. The following clause applies to a small percentage of Otzar HaChochma users: Anyone who has written comments,
indexes, and grading features, and has saved them to the Otzar HaChochma hard drive (instead of to their local computer),
should please backup the Otzar_user_data folder and the Otzar folder that are on the Otzar HaChochma hard drive to the ‘My Documents'
folder on his personal computer, so that the data will be accessible after the new version update.

6. Users who have added PDF files of books to their Otzar HaChochma are asked to please backup these files to their computer.
These files should be automatically transferred with the new version installation, but we ask you, too, to back them up as an
extra precaution.

7. With this upgrade, we are not offering the option of purchasing the upgrade on its own, without adding the new titles.

Upgrade process details:

For upgrading to version 20.0 the hard drive must be sent to us. (Please remove the external cardboard box, and send it without
any papers, or wires, after removing all personal materials that may have been saved to the drive). If you purchased the drive
yourself, please send us the cable that goes with it. Please fill in the attached form and don't forget to include your email
address*!

If you're paying with a check or cash, please place the payment in a closed envelope, together with your update form, and attach
it to the drive. Credit card payments can be made over the phone, or by putting the credit card details (card number and expiry
date) on the form, together with the desired number of installments. We will update your drive after settling the payment.

* |f your email address has been changed, please send your new email address to the Israeli office even if you are not upgrading.

Upgrade for owners of a 1TB hard- drive, or less

Owners of a 1 TB hard-drive (or less) will be required to exchange their hardware for a larger drive that has the capacity for all
the material included in the version 20.0 upgrade, as well as for future updates. We recommend getting a 2 TB drive for $95.

To keep things organized, we ask that anyone who purchases a new drive should send us the old drive along with the new one.
We will re-format it and send it back together with the new drive. We can only provide a customer with the new drive after the
old one has been handed over.

This option enables Otzar HaChochma to be operated directly from the personal computer, without having to
connect or transport the external hard drive. This option is available to owners of version 16.0 and up, who have an internal disk
memory of 1.5 TB. To enable this option, we provide a protective plug in the form of a tiny disk-on-key that doesn't protrude from
the computer, and which does not need to be removed at all.

We recommend using a qualified technician to install the internal drive according to the guidance and detailed instructions that
we shall provide.

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Frequently Asked Questions

0: 1 would like to purchase a license for Meforshei HaOtzar or for one of the institute packages. Do | need to send the
external hard drive to the office?

Beginning with version 19 or later, in Otzar HaChochma's new interface there is no need to physically mail the hard drive to our
office. Contact Otzar HaChochmah's sales department at 02-5866078 or via email at otzar@otzarbiz to purchase the desired
package. After payment, the package you purchased will automatically be added to the software if your computer is connected
to the Internet. If you are not connected to the Internet, you will receive a code that must be entered in the designated place
within the software, and the package will immediately be added.

0: can | work with Otzar HaChochmah on more than one computer, and will | need another activation code to do so?

The license to use Otzar HaChochmabh is for the hard drive in your possession, and therefore you can work with this hard drive
on as many computers as you wish without the need for a code.

0: When | add a personal database, comments, and the like, where are they saved? Is it possible to back up this personal
data?

Any personal activity performed in the software—adding databases, comments, search history, quick access buttons, etc—are
saved on the computer you were using at the time. Therefore, personal data will not be available when using the hard drive on
another computer. The only exception is adding PDF books, as they are saved to the Otzar HaChochmah hard drive.

0: How do I retrieve my personal data in the event of a file malfunction or loss of the computer?

If the personal data is important, it is recommended that you perform occasional, or even daily, backups. Backup the data to
another drive as well, such as an external drive, etc.

Q: Is it possible to copy all the data from the Otzar HaChochmah hard drive into the computer’s internal hard drive free
space and thus eliminate the need for the external hard drive?

It is possible, but the following conditions must be met: There must be at least 1500 GB (1.5 TB) of free space in the computer's
internal hard drive. We thus recommend installing an internal hard drive with a minimum storage capacity of 2000 GB (2 TB).
Note that this amount of storage is not typically found on a standard computer and many computers cannot be upgraded to this
required amount of hard drive free space.

Replacing the internal hard drive with a hard drive of appropriate size should be performed by a computer technician on your
behalf. It is not a service offered by the Otzar HaChochmah support department.

After upgrading the computer, you must call the Otzar HaChochma office and order this option offered at a price of NIS 350. After
payment, you will receive a mini disk-on-key that functions as a 'key’ which will enable the use of Otzar HaChochmah. Thus, after
copying the material to your computer the software will function only when the disk-on-key is plugged in. If you want to use the
external hard drive on another computer, the disk-on-key will have to be plugged into that computer as well.

0: I plugged in the Otzar HaChochmah hard drive into the computer, but the computer didn’t recognize it. What should |
do?

Go to My Computer > This Computer > Devices and Drives and check whether the hard drive appears as a device (the hard drive will
likely be named otzar 19). If the hard drive does not appear in "Devices and Drives’, try to replace the cable or plug in the drive into a
different port on the computer, or even try another computer, to see if the fault is with the hard drive or with the cable / computer.
[Tip: If you do not have another cable that fits the hard drive, connect a micro-USB cable—the typical cable used for phones and
chargers—into the wider section of the hard drive port] If the hard drive is faulty, it must be sent to our offices. We will replace
the hard drive if the warranty is still valid (warranty is generally valid for two years). However, if the warranty has expired, you will
need to purchase a new hard drive for NIS 300.
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Q: Is there a difference between the book preview and opening the book in a window?

In the new interface, all the options available when viewing the book, such as printing, copying text, adding comments, searching,
and so on, exist in both book preview and when opening a book in a window. Thus, there is no material advantage in opening
the book in a window beyond personal ease of use. Therefore, you can also open a book in a new tab and then pin the tab so
that it is not replaced with a view of another book.

0: How do I copy sections of text from a book?

The toolbar on the left side of the book contains an option to select Text or Image from a Book. After clicking this option, the
mouse pointer changes to a "+" and the mouse can then be dragged to select the desired section of text for copying.

NOTE: The text is read from the book using OCR deciphering. As a result, there may be some errors introduced due to the quality
and clarity of the source text or due to other factors. The text may be corrected before copying in the window that opens.

To change the default mouse pointer to always be in "marking section for copying text" mode, go to Settings > View Settings >
Marking a Section in a Book.

TIP: Texts may be copied accurately with no need for OCR deciphering by copying from the database of textbooks, from which
you can copy text just as from any other text document. This database is comprised of classic books such as Shas/Talmud,
Rambam, Shulchan Aruch, etc. Search the databases or include "00jJU" in the search to access these sources.

0: I was looking for a particular book but it did not appear in the list of books, even though | know that it is in Otzar
HaChochmah. How would I find the book?

Whenever there is a concern of missing books or any other problem in the book list, perform a list refresh in the main menu and
click Refresh at the end.

0: When scrolling through the list of books, the book displayed changes according to the scrolling. Is there a way to
scroll the list without changing the book display?

This option can be changed in Settings > List of books. Click the settings icon above the list of books and select either fast scroll
or transition between books. Additional settings can also be adjusted here for book series (ie., books with several volumes).

0:1don't need all the books that are in Otzar HaChochmah. Is it possible to build a personal database where only specific
books appear in the list of books and in the searches?

To construct a personal database: Place a check mark (y/) to the right of the lines containing the desired books. Select Save
Checked Books above the list of books. Give the database a name and save it. Navigate to Main Menu -> Tools -> Set An Active
Database and select the desired database to be permanent or temporary. (You can also select a built-in Otzar HaChochmah
database).

When selecting a database, a line appears at the top of the screen indicating that the software is in active database mode. To
return to the full database, click Return to Default on that line.
